OLD BUSINESS- 
President Van Winkle asked if the Board had any questions on the proposed budget. A/C Rothecker 

led a discussion on the 18/19 proposed budget. Trustee Cornelissen made a motion to approve / 

accept Budget & Appropriations Ordinance 18-0184. Secretary Bohlman seconded, and the motion 

passed unanimously. 

 

NEW BUSINESS- 

Union Side Letters – A/C Rothecker discussed the reasoning for the two side letter additions for the 

current Union Agreement with the Board. Treasurer Speyers made a motion to approve and accept 

the addition of side letters 18-03 and 18-04. Trustee Cornelissen seconded and the motion passed

Acceptance / Execution of Estimated Revenue – A motion was made by Secretary Bohlman and 
seconded by Trustee Speyers to accept the Certifications of Estimated Revenue as determined by 
Tighe, Kress and Orr. The motion for Certifications of Estimated Revenue for the fiscal year 18’-19’ 
was unanimously approved, then signed and dated.  
 
Approval of Treasurer’s Statement Year Ending May 31, 2018 – We are waiting to receive the final 
audit and the Treasurer’s Statement from the auditors; this item will be pushed to a future meeting. 
 
GOOD OF THE DISTRICT –  
The Fire District covered manning first aid tent for Riverfest; we shared a tent with the SEPD. A/C 
Rothecker reported that the event was well attended and had very little problems this year. Our guys 
handed out over 500 stickers/tattoos at the event.
